M y Understanding – Our pack doctor, thankfully had ventured out into the human world and practices medicine like

they do. He was more than curious and offered to run some tests that may help, if our Madeline would allow it. She

is not in a good state. Has killed two of the pack, a warrior and a border patroller. A full bloodlust it appeared which

started just from the visual sighting of her ex mate and his mate. Fled instantly and when we tried to contain her,

lashed out and killed to protect her unborn pup.

Madeline has allowed tests as she doesn’t understand herself what happened, doesn’t want to hurt anyone, stated

to me to my Mate and her own Mate, she was so overwhelmed by her own fear for her unborn child, that her

previous Mate would want to kill her pup, believed it completely, couldn’t control her fear.

1902 – Her blood remains adrenalized 3 x pack attacks this year

1 904 – Her blood shows decreased levels of adrenalin, noted no pack attacks, not threats to the Luna

1905 – Her blood shows a further decreased level of adrenalin, noted

no pack attacks, life has been peaceful within the pack, Marcus believes normality and a fear or stress free life is

helping to reduce the adrenaline levels in Madeline.

1906 – Her blood shows no adrenaline, all levels are normal,

Noted no pack attacks, the Luna Ceremony is a week away, my son is to take over the pack. Seems that Marcus maybe

right, Madeline is happy and calm, stated she feels loved and cherished by her Mate and protected by the pack

1907 – Her blood remains normal, test of ight and ght attempted, normal reaction noted, Marcus has documented

well over the years, believes that the Luna’s Clam goes into a state that he is calling Luna’s Distress where the Luna is

constantly lled with adrenalin, though she feels normal most of the time. Only when something sets off her ight or

ght response is the Luna’s bodv doubled or tripled with adrenalin, eliciting power and strength akin to that of

bloodlust.

To Reverse Luna’s Distress – O ne must bring the Luna into a state in which they feel calm, happy and contented,

loved and most importantly, to a safe and fear free state of mind is strongly recommended by the pack doctor.

His research on Adrenalin is extensive and well documented here in the pack.

The Luna will need a period of time (as yet unknown to us, this is the rst time we have seen it) to be free of anxiety

and fear. Her Gamma can step in and help if he can push through the distress himself, is the most likely in the pack

to handle it.
